Regulation 1 

1.1 In regulation 9.10 of the SRA Authorisation of Individuals Regulations, after 

“satisfactorily completed the appropriate higher courts advocacy qualification”, 

insert: 

“and that you have done so after the date of your admission as a solicitor or initial 

registration as an REL”. 

1.2  Regulation 1.1 above does not take effect in respect of solicitors or RELs who have     

satisfactorily completed the appropriate higher courts advocacy qualification 

before these regulations come into force.  

Regulation 2 

These regulations come into force on [1 January 2021]. 
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
